MacArthur Museum of Arkansas Military History

Paranormal Research Investigation Contract

A. MacArthur Museum of Arkansas Military History may be used for the purpose of a paranormal research investigation by an established paranormal research team.

B. FEES- A fee will be provided by the research team and paid to the Museum representative at the time a date is booked. 

C. FEE SCHEDULE- A fee of $300.00 will be charged for no more than five hours of investigation.  The fee will not be pro-rated for investigations lasting less than five hours.  
D. FOOD & DRINK- Food and drinks are not permitted in the Museum.  All trash needs to be cleaned up and put in the proper trash receptacles for removal.   
E. SMOKING- Smoking is prohibited inside the building and outside in the Park by City ordinance.  

F. EQUIPMENT- Forms of electrical equipment are permitted within the Museum. If any equipment or wires need to be attached to the building for safety, they must be attached with BLUE PAINTERS TAPE, NO EXCEPTIONS.
G. MOVEMENT OF FURNISHINGS- No movement of furnishings is permitted, including the Aesthetic Club Piano.  Chairs may be moved but need to be replaced upon completion of investigation.  

H. ACCESS - Access for investigations is limited to public areas of the museum and the top of the tower.  The basement is not available for investigations.  
I. COMPUTERS, ELECTRONICS-All museum owned computers and electronic equipment belong to the Museum and are off limits to unauthorized personal. This includes staff computers, copier, scanner etc. 

J. ARTIFACTS, ETC.-  Any and all artifacts, sculptures, etc. within the basement, library, and exhibits belonging to MMAMH are not to be handled, picked up or disturbed at any time during the investigation.

K. RESPONSIBILITY- The user is responsible for and will assume the cost for any damages to the building and its contents during his or her investigation. The responsibility extends to all guests and to all individuals and/or firms employed by the User. Replacement or repair costs will be determined by MMAMH and paid by the USER.

L. STAFF- The staff’s primary purpose during the investigation is to ensure the safety of the building, its collection and programs and to be certain the User adheres to the MMAMH procedures and policies.

M. PUBLICITY- MMAMH gives permission to the Paranormal Investigation Group to use the information obtained during an investigation for publicity on a website, newspaper article, etc., under the condition it is not damaging to the reputation of the staff, foundation or non-profit organization of MacArthur Museum of Arkansas Military History. MMAMH retains the right to ask for the removal of any materials we deem as damaging.

N. CONTACT INFORMATION- The museum requires that the investigation team furnish the museum staff with contact information including website where information will be posted, phone numbers etc. 

O. FINAL REPORT- MMAMH requests a final report of all investigation findings for our records and archives. 
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
